Directions to Oldham Baptist Church, Chaucer Street, Oldham, OL1 1BA:

From the M62; Exit at junction 20, follow the signs to Oldham taking the slip road onto the A627m and follow this for about 2 miles. Take the slip road following signs to Oldham (there's a retail park to your left) and at the roundabout take the 2nd exit onto the A627. Continue along the bypass and at the next roundabout take the 3rd exit keeping on the A627. Exit onto the next slip road (watch out for road works here) at the roundabout take the 2nd exit as if to join the bypass. Keep to the left and then into the middle lane for the next roundabout, take the 2nd exit onto Emmott Way. At the next set of traffic lights turn left onto Hobson Street, veer to the right and then turn left onto Phoenix Street. Turn left onto Brunswick Street which becomes Chaucer Street on the bend to the right, the church is just a little further on the right hand side. Parking is available on site.

From the M60; Exit at junction 22, following signs to Oldham and head all the way up the A62 through loads of traffic lights. At the roundabout take the 3rd exit as if to join the bypass. Keep to the left and then into the middle lane for the next roundabout, take the 2nd exit onto Emmott Way. At the next set of traffic lights turn left onto Hobson Street, veer to the right and then turn left onto Phoenix Street. Turn left onto Brunswick Street which becomes Chaucer Street on the bend to the right, the church is just a little further on the right hand side. Parking is available on site.

From Oldham Bus Station; Head towards the Spindles shopping centre, walk straight on and you will see a pathway between the main shopping centre and a small arcade, take this pathway. Follow the steps keeping to your left and continue along the path and down the steps you end at the back entrance of the shopping centre and on George Street. Cross the car park exits and continue straight on down George Street, at end you reach Union Street. Cross over Union Street at the traffic lights and head towards the left taking Chaucer Street, walk down Chaucer Street where you will find the church on the left.
